REGULAR SCHOOL ATTENDANCE

All children have a right to an education. Only by
regular school attendance can children make the
most of educational opportunities, leading to
greater social and economic outcomes.

Schools play a vital role in the social and emo-
tional development of children. Regular atten-
dance enables students to develop a sense of be-
longing to a peer group and building important
coping and friendship skills. Confident children
are less likely to engage in anti-social behaviour.

If students miss out on the basic skills in the early
years of school, they may experience learning
problems in later years. Ultimately, unsatisfactory
attendance at school may affect the awarding of
the School Certificate.

Schools, in partnership with parents, are responsi-
ble for promoting the regular attendance of stu-
dents. While parents are legally responsible for
the regular attendance of their children, school
staff, as a part of their duty of care, monitor part
or whole day absences. Parents and school have
specific responsibilities concerning children’s at-
tendance at school.
